Forgotten your password?
Locked out of your account?
Just received your first login details and don't
know what to do now?

This is a common issue, but you don’t need to call or email the IT Helpdesk. Instead, use the Self-
Service Password Reset (SSPR) tool and reduce the impact on your time and work.

We have made the SSPR tool and this guide to improve the overall security of
your University account and simplify our IT Helpdesk support.

There are four STEPS to this guide. You will:

1. log into the Office365 system

2. set up Multi-factor Authentication using the Microsoft Authenticator app
3. change your password while logged in

4. change your password while logged out.

To get started, register the Microsoft Authenticator app using two devices:

» Your computer (which could be a personal device or University-
issued one such as a Surface Pro or Dell laptop) — prepare by
opening a web browser to office365.leedstrinity.ac.uk

» Your smartphone (Android or Apple) — prepare by going to the Play
Store or App Store to find the Microsoft Authenticator app.

It is less intrusive and more secure to use this app on your smartphone than
to provide your mobile number and receive plain SMS texts.

Changing your password here will change it for ALL your Leeds Trinity University IT Services logins.

If you have already set up Multi-factor Authentication using the Microsoft
Authenticator app and are logged out, jump straight to STEP 4 on page 5.
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STEP 1: Log in for the first time

It's best to set this up as soon as you get your login details from the University, as this will
provide you with the highest level of security. You will need to change your password as
soon as possible anyway to use some services, so now is a good time to do it.

On your computer, open a web browser to office365.leedstrinity.ac.uk and enter your
University email address and the randomly-generated password you received.
